Attend and study 4 or 5 different churches, representing different models and styles of 

ministry, as well as churches of different ages.  We recommend that at least 3 of these 

churches be less than 7 years old.  Be sure to talk with the pastor or key leaders in the 

church to get a good feel for what the church is like.  Study their literature, website, 

calendar, and new members’ class/materials – anything that will give you a good picture 

of the church.  After attending and studying the church, complete the following and 

process with your coach.  Caution:  Do not allow yourself to become overly critical or 

spiral into negativity, but ask God to help you be objective.  (We suggest that you print 

this worksheet for each church.)
